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One of my most engaged students at Central started law school this fall

and was happy that campus Hillel invited her to Shabbat dinner her first week.

But soon a text chat began circulating among Jewish students:

“I’m not sure I want to go,” one said. “I might get canceled.”

Another wrote, “I think I’ll go, but there’s no way I’m putting my name
on any sign-in list or appearing in any photos.”

My student decided to go to the dinner,

which included Shabbat blessings, sushi and small talk.

Nothing political was discussed.

When it came time for a group-picture, however, several left the room.
One student concluded, “I’m never going back to that again.”

In his view, it seemed any association with something Jewish

was inherently problematic.

My student stayed for the picture.

But she wondered out loud with me if she would later pay a price for it.

What does it mean to be a public Jew right now?
What does it mean to post a Magen David, a Jewish star, on Instagram,
show up to a Hillel event, march in an Israel parade?

Since when did our kids have to hesitate before showing up to a Shabbat dinner? Weighing what their mere

presence might project about who they stand with or what they stand for?

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identity counters the potential alienation of students’ campus experience to cultivate a shared
foundation for solidarity and communality in college. In effect, these Instagram practices foster
two tacit objectives: one is the creation of a ‘protected space’ that enables 'identity work' of
both student users and Instagram account operators. The second, a creation of a controlled
channel for families to follow their youngsters on campus, while emphasizing students’ Jewish
activity as continuing, at least visibly, their primordial identity. An identity that is represented
online through what can be viewed by family members and others, as upholding surrogate and
complementary activities to the family and local Jewish community.
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Abstract

In recent decades, the penetration of social networks has perturbed the representation of
identities, especially among minority groups in societies of prominent cultural diversity. In
multicultural societies, identities face continuous tensions as they negotiate between
particularist and universalist orientations. A tension which is often intensified for students
during their academic studies. At the same time, digital social networks have become a focus
of activity for young people, including organizations working to promote identities that match
their ideological or religious creed. Accordingly, this research examines how student
organizations construct, affirm and mediate identity through online social media. To address
this question, the study focused on the Instagram activity of the student organization Hillel, the
center for Jewish life on campus, in the United States. Specifically, the research is based on a
semiotic-visual content analysis of 1050 posts in 10 sampled campus accounts which Hillel's
Social Media managers uploaded as well as conversations with the organization’s
communication managers.

The study’s findings unveil an alignment of strategies for creating a Jewish-American identity
through media action, which | refer to as Celebrating Identity. This umbrella term emphasizes
the ways in which the similarity between participants is established, highlighted and affirmed.
The similarity between participants is accentuated via primordial representation and shared
symbols of youthfulness. All of which foster an identification with a collective, positive,
expressive or enjoyable activity that is reflected in Hillel’s Instagram images and commentary.
The online practice of Celebrating Identity was viewed as a communicative act of which four
designed, and intertwined facets of identity were identified. This included a celebration of
Jewishness, youngster identity, national and institutional identity. These identified facets point
to the way in which the social network’s account aims to emphasize Jewish students’ distinct
identity on campus, as opposed to academia’s universal orientation. Accordingly, I contend
that these online social networks constitute an agent of socialization that fosters a diffuse and
hybrid Jewish identity, which corresponds with modern identity.

According to Giddens, modern identity is threatened by operating under circumstances of risk,
which include the fragmentation of trustworthy knowledge systems, impersonalization,
commodification and such. This identity is further challenged with the immense growth of
social networks that further the fragmentation of the self and may lead to social anomie in the
face of seemingly endless options for the individual to embrace. Despite these leanings, the
investigated Instagram account demonstrates a designed pathway to accommodate these
tumultuous pathways, offering a set of meanings that fit contemporary Jewish hybrid
identities.

Jewish American identity is multifaceted and encapsulates numerous sources of influence (e.g.,
religious denominations, political orientation, cultural). Amid this hybrid and fluid existence,
Hillel’s Instagram feed offers a more integrative voice of socialization. This form of
socialization is enacted through visual means, as the hybrid identity connects what can be
viewed as a hyphenated identity of Judaism - Studenthood - Youth. This configured (hybrid)
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
